5.1 General Notes

The delivery of metadata, cover images, and eBook master files is handles through an FTP server. Data delivered through other means (e.g., by eMail) cannot be processed unless

there is an explicit agreement to the contrary for the individual case.

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5.3 Delivery Time

Metadata and cover images can be delivered immediately as soon as the title is available for pre-order in the shops.
eBook master files should ideally be delivered 10 days, but at least 3 days before the release date to ensure a smooth process.

Please refrain from delivering incomplete or non-final versions of master files, placeholder/dummy files, etc., before publication to avoid the risk of these being mistakenly
delivered on the release date (should the final version not be delivered or stored in time).

Please ensure that the ISBN is provided without hyphens in the file naming.

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7 File Specifications for Master Files

7.1 General Notes

Please check before transferring eBook master files whether the respective file is valid. For files in ePub format, we recommend the free ePub-Checker, ePub files that are not
validated by the ePub-Checker may not be successfully stored at Libri.

The accessibility level of an eBook can be checked with tools such as Ace by DAISY .

7.1.2 Multiple Formats for a Title

Important: If you offer a title in multiple formats (ePub and PDF), it is required that each format edition is assigned its own ISBN. If you only have one ISBN available for multiple
formats, we ask you to deliver only the ePub file for the respective title. This format is preferred by both retailers and end customers.
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7.1.3 File Sizes

The following regulations currently apply to the maximum file size per distribution channel:

Please note that eBook master files that exceed the permissible file size for tolino cannot be stored in the tolino ecosystem and therefore cannot be distributed through tolino
retailers.

The distribution via Libri.Digital wholesale remains unaffected by this - please continue to send us large files if you wish to serve both distribution channels. Libri.Digital ensures
that the files are distributed to the respective channels.

714 DRM (Digital Rights Management)
Please always deliver the eBook master files without copy protection and report the desired copy protection via ONIX so that it can be added during delivery.

Information on reporting copy protection can be found here for ONIX 2.1 and here for ONIX 3.

If you choose to deliver with Adobe DRM, it is necessary that the eBook master file is compatible with Adobe Content Servers. Therefore, please ensure that within the eBook
master file:

B there are no incorrect names with spaces or invalid special characters within the opf file.
B the maximum character length within the opf file is not exceeded for Description (4,000 characters), Title (2,000 characters), Publisher (2,000 characters), and Creator
(2,000 characters).
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An important note regarding the Barrier-Free Strengthening Act, which will come into force in 2025, from the guide to creating accessible eBooks in ePub 3 format:

Hard DRM restricts the selection of reading systems, which can negatively impact accessibility. Occasionally, hard DRM results in software being able to access the titles in principle,
but not all functions can be used smoothly (e.g., free font choice). Additionally, multiple uses (e.g., on a regular reading device and situationally on one with additional assistive
functions) can be hindered by hard DRM. Therefore, if possible, soft DRM should be used instead, for example, by using watermarks.

For the subsequent change of a title's copy protection to Adobe DRM or watermarks, see here.

7.1.5 Accessibility

The Barrier-Free Strengthening Act (BFSG) aims to promote equal and non-discriminatory participation for people with disabilities or impairments, and older individuals. The book
industry is one of the addressees of the law, which includes regulations for eBooks, eReaders, and the eCommerce sector. The Barrier-Free Strengthening Act was passed by the
Bundestag on May 20, 2021, and has already been published in the Federal Law Gazette. It will come into effect in large parts on June 28, 2025, and the regulations must be
applied from this date onwards. In 2022, a regulation was also issued to the Barrier-Free Strengthening Act, which specifies the accessibility requirements.

Accessibility, according to § 3 BFSG, is achieved when products and services for people with disabilities are findable, accessible, and usable in the usual manner, without special
difficulty and, in principle, without external assistance. This is the case, for example, when information is provided according to the two-senses principle, meaning that for
eBooks, in addition to the text, an audio output is also available.

Under the following link, you will find webinars and guides on the topic, developed by the Accessibility Taskforce of the German Publishers and Booksellers Association, which

we highly recommend: Accessibility - Bérsenverein

Additionally, we would like to point out the directive "European Accessibility Act" as well as the legal ordinance in the Federal Gazette.

From June 28, 2025, eBook readers and eBooks introduced to the market must be accessible for consumers.
Only ePubs from version 3.0 and PDFs in the PDF/UA2 format can be made accessible.
Libri will also read all values marked as valid only for ONIX 3.X in CodeList 196 in ONIX 2.1.

Accessibility information in ONIX should ensure that all relevant details on the accessibility of a product are clearly and completely stated.
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However, the most important values from a store and end customer perspective are those that provide a statement that can be identified at a glance.

This means stating the standards or guidelines that the product complies with, such as

B  WCAG (Web Content Accessibility Guidelines) version
B WCAG level
B EPUB Accessibility Specification

As well as other important accessibility features such as

B Alternative texts for images

Structured navigation (e.g. table of contents, chapter markers)
Customizable font sizes and contrasts

Contact information for support with accessibility issues

Information on whether the product has been tested and certified for accessibility by a recognized organization

Attention: It is also possible to report a contact for eBook conversions through the ProductContact area. This is only available in ONIX 3.X. Libri will not create a proprietary
reporting method in ONIX 2.1. Further compliance contacts for the BFSG can be reported in the ProductFormFeature composite.

7.1.6 Al: Data Mining

From ONIX 3.1, there is the possibility to consent to or prohibit data mining in the product metadata. Libri has accordingly adjusted its article import and also offers a proprietary
solution for ONIX 2.1.

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7.2 Specifications for ePub Files

File names within the ePub must be UTF-8 encoded and must not contain spaces.
The (unpacked) size of an HTML section should not exceed 500 KB - we recommend adhering to the industry standard of a maximum of 300 KB.
For ePub 2.1 only: All content files within the ePub should be referenced in the toc.ncx manifest.
Attention: The following HTML tags are not supported by all tolino clients and may be ignored during display:
— SVG, object, mediaobject, embed, video, audio, script, iframe, frame, frameset.
No embedded Flash.
No embedded iTunes playlists.
Embedded SVG and JavaScript are not supported by all tolino clients.

Image files:
— Allowed formats: PNG and JPG (no JPEG2000). GIF and WebP graphic formats are not supported by all tolino clients.
— Images within the file should be in the RGB color space (no CMYK).
—  Minimum size of the embedded cover: 600px at 72 dpi.
— The individual HTML sections should not contain too many or too large image files. We recommend that the total size of all images within a section should not
exceed 4 MB and the total number of images within a section should not exceed 30 images.
B Please check your ePub file for validity with the ePub-Checker before transferring it to us.
B Maximum file size for distribution via tolino: 500 MB (see also: file sizes).

7.3 ePubs in Fixed Layout Format
Attention: Fixed Layout eBooks are excluded from the use of Text to Speech in the tolino ecosystem. Please keep this in mind when producing accessible eBooks!

At this time, only the tolino webreader, the apps, and the latest eReader series (tolino shine 5th Gen./shine color/vision color) are optimized for Fixed Layout. On older eReaders,
the content may not always be displayed in a reader-friendly manner. If you would like to offer your Fixed Layout titles through tolino in the future, we ask that you check these

titles for compatibility in advance:

B In the free tolino webreader, you can quickly and easily upload your titles and check the display.
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B If possible, please also check the display on a tolino eReader.
B Please ensure that Fixed Layout titles are marked with the value E201 in <ProductFormDetail> (Short tag <b333>) in ONIX 2.1 or ONIX 3.

Please also note the following guidelines when creating ePubs in Fixed-Layout format:

B Fixed Layout is generally not recommended for text-heavy content. Please format such titles preferably as Reflowable ePub.

B Fixed Layout ePubs must be marked with the "viewport" property in the ePub metadata. In ePub 3, the ePub metadata should ideally also contain the properties "fixed-
layout" or "pre-paginated"”.

B Images whose dimensions exceed those of the viewport may not be displayed correctly.

Il Text boxes with inline styling may result in text overlaps or incorrect positioning.

7.4 Specifications for PDF

PDF version 1.6 or higher; must be PDF/A compliant.

The PDF must not contain password encryption.

No blank pages within the PDF.

No print PDFs, no crop marks, etc.

Images should be in RGB with a resolution of 220 dpi (ho CMYK).

Please note: Embedded multimedia objects (video, audio) cannot be played by eReaders.
Please avoid a very high number of elements (images, tables, graphics) as these require too much memory on tolino clients.
Please ensure that all fonts used are embedded.

Maximum size of an uncompressed page: 10 MB.

The PDF metadata should include a table of contents.

No embedded scripts (JS).

Maximum file size for distribution via tolino: 250 MB (see also: file sizes)

Please note that PDFs are only accessible if created in the PDF/UA standard. Further information can be found here.

Libri can already accept such files, but export to the tolino ecosystem is not yet possible at this time.
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8 Special Types of Content

8.1 Exclusive Content
Libri enables tolino retailers to offer specific exclusive content. Examples of such products include:

B Products that are pre-orderable by all tolino retailers but immediately available at only one retailer (= temporary exclusive content).

B Products that are pre-orderable/immediately available at only one tolino retailer for a certain period and immediately available at all tolino retailers after the period ends
(= temporary exclusive content).

B Products that are available at only one tolino retailer (= permanent exclusive content).

B Products that have retailer-specific covers.

Important: If you are producing exclusive content for a tolino retailer for the first time, please inform us at least 3 days before the planned delivery, as additional supplier rights
need to be recorded in our systems in this case. Otherwise, the exclusive title cannot be recorded and exported to the respective tolino retailer.

The transfer of ONIX article data, cover, and eBook files for exclusive content is done as usual on our FTP server with the same access you use for your regular content delivery.
Please do not create a subfolder in the MIX directory.

Please also ensure in the ONIX for exclusive content that the same manufacturer as in the initial notification is always reported in the metadata during an update. If a different
manufacturer from the initial notification is reported in an update without informing Libri in advance, this will unfortunately lead to the automatic deactivation of the exclusive
title.

If you wish to report a different manufacturer in an update, please inform us at least 3 working days in advance by email at eContent@libri.de so that a corresponding link
between the known and the new manufacturer can be maintained at Libri.

In addition to the general delivery guidelines outlined in this document, some special provisions apply to exclusive content, the compliance with which is essential for successful
storage and correct processing. Therefore, please be sure to follow the following instructions when offering exclusive content:
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8.1.1 File Naming for Exclusive Content

File names for exclusive content must be supplemented with the shop abbreviation. Only if the files are correctly named can we ensure that the respective content is exported

8.1.3 Detailed Rights for Exclusive Content

Please note that tolino-specific detail rights (Text2Speech, Family Sharing, Sample Reading allowed) must be registered and deregistered via ONIX for exclusive titles. If no
corresponding information is provided in the ONIX, the rights are considered granted.
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8.2 tolino InBook Advertising (IBA)

InBook Advertising (IBA) enables publishers to easily integrate special advertising links into their eBooks. These links lead directly to the product detail page of a title selected by
the publisher for promotion - and automatically in the shop where the tolino customer is logged in with their own device. This shortens the path for customers to make a follow-

up purchase and increases conversion.

If you would like to use InBook Advertising links in your eBooks and are not yet familiar with the process, please contact eContent@libri.de and we will be happy to provide you
with instructions.

8.3 Combo Products / Supplementary Materials

Please note that we do not distribute eBooks as combination products, meaning we cannot process, deliver, or provide additional materials as separate files, such as Word, PDF,
Excel, or MP3. Processing such combination products as zip files (ePub or PDF + additional materials zipped) is also not possible.

If you wish to offer corresponding additional material for a title, please ensure access to the additional material through another means (e.g., via a dedicated web access) and instead
include a note in the eBook on how the associated additional material can be obtained (e.g., by providing a download link and a corresponding password).

Please also ensure to remove any references to CD supplements or other attachments from a physical combination product from the eBook and/or its description.

You are welcome to submit previews or sample reads of your eBooks to us. If you wish to transfer publisher-created preview files, please ensure the following naming convention
to avoid overwriting the actual eBook file:

Please also place your previews in the known directory.

If you transfer a new version of your eBook, please remember to also transfer a new preview at the same time.

Attention: In the tolino alliance, there is a file size limit for publisher-created reading samples. Publisher-created reading samples in both ePub and PDF format must not exceed
100 MB in size!

Please note that preview links provided as part of the ONIX message in the metadata cannot be processed by our system. This applies to both links to download preview files and

links to previews embedded in widgets from third-party providers (e.g., book2look, BIC Media).

In both cases, these links are merely passed on as additional annotation information in the metadata by our system. They can be embedded in the shop homepages but cannot be

displayed in the tolino apps or on tolino eReaders.

If you want your publisher-created reading sample to be used in the tolino ecosystem, it is essential that you deliver this excerpt as a separate file, in addition to the actual eBook,
as described.

Important: Publisher-created reading samples are always given priority in our system. Automatic preview generation by our system only occurs if we have the right to do so and

no publisher-created reading sample has been delivered.
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9.2.2 Automatically generated Previews for tolino Alliance Shops

For the shops of the tolino alliance, previews can be automatically generated for use in the tolino ecosystem. For reflowable ePub files, the first 10% of the total character count
of the eBook master file is used for the preview. For fixed layout ePub files, the first 10% of the total number of HTML files of the eBook master file is used. For PDF files, the
first 10% of the total number of pages of the eBook master file is used.

Please note that in the following cases, a reading sample cannot be generated from an ePub:

B If afixed layout ePub is not correctly marked as such in the opf file.
B If the master file is a multimedia ePub.

Note: Granting the right to generate a reading sample does not obligate the tolino alliance to implement it.

Attention: Please review your content intended for adult readers, which you do not necessarily classify as potentially harmful to minors (see here) to determine whether it would
be advisable to forgo a reading sample from the perspective of preventive youth protection. For these titles, please either provide a publisher-created reading sample that meets
the requirements of preventive youth protection or indicate in the metadata that preview generation is not allowed.

As we take the responsibilities of youth protection seriously, we would like to point out that, that in the interest of preventive youth protection, no preview links will be provided
to the shops for titles, despite the existing or reported right to display a reading sample,

B that you report to us in the metadata as potentially harmful to minors.
| for titles for which you report a THEMA classification "Erotica" in combination with a reading age of 18 years and older.

This applies to both generated and publisher-created previews.

9.2.3 Prevention of Previews

Whether automatically generated previews are created for your titles is contractually agreed across publishers. If, contrary to the general contractual agreement, no preview is to
be generated for a specific title, please report this with each ONIX message as well as with each ONIX update. The same applies if you wish to allow preview generation as an

exception to the contractual agreement. You can find information on reporting sample read permissions in the metadata here for ONIX 2.1 and here for ONIX 3.
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10 Metadata

10.1 General Notes

All metadata deliveries and metadata updates are carried out via an FTP server. The respective metadata report must be in ONIX format.

10.2 Release Dates

Please separate the strict first sale date (embargo) (ONIX 2.1 and ONIX 3) from the release date (ONIX 2.1 and ONIX 3), in your metadata reports, which is merely for informational

purposes.
Remember to report the same first sale date to us as to other market participants and announce any schedule changes with sufficient lead time.

Important: If there are changes to already reported release dates, it is essential that all release dates are updated in the update report. If you have provided both a first sale date
and a release date in the initial report, both dates must be updated; otherwise, the date not mentioned in the update report will be deleted.

Currently, we only process the release date and the first sale date (as mentioned above) from the different data that can be provided in ONIX. Other dates such as "Announcement
Date" or "Trade Announcement Date" are not yet processed by us. This means that as soon as we receive metadata and assets from you, a title will be visible in the shop and
possibly available for pre-order.

Please deliver your titles (metadata, eBook, and cover files) only at the time when the title is to be displayed and available for pre-order in the shops.

10.3 Prices
